ORDINANCE 2012-635
AN ORDINANCE, PURSUANT TO SECTION 316.195, FLORIDA STATUTES, PERMITTING ANGLE AND REVERSE ANGLE PARKING SPACES THROUGHOUT THE CITY AS APPROVED BY THE CITY ENGINEER; DIRECTING SUBDIVISION STANDARDS AND POLICY ADVISORY COMMITTEE TO DEVELOP STANDARDS AND CRITERIA CONSISTENT WITH THIS ORDINANCE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Sections 316.195 (1) and (2), Florida Statutes, require that all vehicles park parallel to the curb; and

WHEREAS, Section 316.195 (3), Florida Statutes, allows local authorities by ordinance to permit angle parking on any roadway provided that the roadway is not a State Road; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Mobility Plan and 2030 Comprehensive Plan, the City is required to develop guidelines for context sensitive streets, which are those street cross-sections which are designed and constructed to respond to their immediate surroundings, considering the community, land, and surrounding built environment; and 

 WHEREAS, the Context Sensitive Streets Street Design Guidelines, developed by the Planning and Development Department, dated September 1, 2011, depict various desirable options for meeting parking demand, particularly on low-speed and low-volume collector streets with ground floor commercial uses, which options include angle and reverse angle parking; and  
WHEREAS, there is a desire to permit angle and reverse angle parking on local roads where circumstances warrant; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1. The Council hereby finds that there is a need and desire to permit angle parking within the City of Jacksonville and by this ordinance exercises the authority granted pursuant to Florida Statute Section 316.195 (3) to permit angle parking on all roadways within the City of Jacksonville other than state roadways, subject to the approval of the City Engineer, based upon the Mobility Plan, the 2030 Comprehensive Plan and the Context Sensitive Streets Street Design Guidelines and the standards set forth in the Land Development Procedures Manual, as modified below. 
Section 2. The Subdivision Standards and Policy Advisory Committee is hereby directed to prepare criteria and standards to be incorporated in the Land Development Procedures Manual, consistent with the Mobility Plan, 2030 Comprehensive Plan and Context Sensitive Streets Street Design Guidelines to implement Context Sensitive Streets design principles with respect to angle parking. Such criteria and standards shall inform and guide the decisions of City Engineer with respect to appropriateness of angle and reverse angle parking in specific locations.


Section 3.

Effective Date.
 This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
