Section 1.

Agreement Approved. There is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, that certain Sovereignty Submerged Lands Fee Waived Lease Modification, BOT No. 160345512, between the City of Jacksonville (City) and the Board of Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund of the State of Florida in substantially the same form as that placed on file with the Legislative Services Division. 


Section 2.  
Purpose.  The purpose of this ordinance is to approve the Sovereignty Submerged Lands Fee Waived Lease modification under which the City is authorized to operate an 8-slip public docking facility for the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office at the Arlington Boat Ramp and to extend the term of the Lease to July 12, 2036.
