AN ORDINANCE WAIVING SECTION 118.805 (ELIGIBILITY QUALIFICATIONS FOR PUBLIC SERVICE GRANT), ORDINANCE CODE, REQUIRING THAT THE PUBLIC SERVICE GRANT COUNCIL ANNUALLY, ON OR BEFORE NOVEMBER 15, RECOMMEND TO THE CITY COUNCIL THE PRIORITY POPULATIONS FOR THE UPCOMING FISCAL YEAR; ESTABLISHING A DATE OF NOVEMBER 30, 2012 FOR THE PUBLIC SERVICE GRANT COUNCIL TO RECOMMEND THE PRIORITY POPULATIONS TO THE CITY COUNCIL FOR THE 2012 YEAR; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.  Waiver of Section 118.805 (Eligibility Qualifications for Public Service Grant), Ordinance Code.
 
The provisions of Section 118.805 (Eligibility Qualifications for Public Service Grant), Ordinance Code, requiring that the Public Service Grant Council, annually on or before November 15, establish a priority population to be recommended to the City Council for the upcoming fiscal year, are hereby waived for the 2012 year.  The reason for the waiver is to allow the PGS additional time to research and carefully craft the priority populations based upon the community needs. 

Section 2.  Establishing a date of November 30, 2012 for the PSG to establish the priority population for the 2013 fiscal year.
The date for the Public Service Grant Council to recommend the priority population for the 2013 fiscal year to the City Council shall be no later than November 30, 2012.

   Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage of this ordinance is requested, because the November 15, 2012 deadline would otherwise occur before enactment.
