AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING SURPLUS PERSONAL PROPERTY OF THE CITY; DECLARING THAT CERTAIN 2002 CHEVROLET IMPALA (VIN 2G1WF52E7729213060, VEHICLE NUMBER 8424-10) VALUED AT $2,937 TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY AND AUTHORIZING THE APPROPRIATE OFFICIALS OF THE CITY TO TRANSFER TITLE OF SAID PROPERTY TO THE PUBLIC DEFENDER’S OFFICE FOR THE FOURTH JUDICIAL CIRCUIT AT NO COST; WAIVING SECTION 122.812(C), ORDINANCE CODE, TO ALLOW DISPOSITION OF SAID PROPERTY FOR OTHER THAN FAIR MARKET VALUE; DESIGNATING THE FLEET MANAGEMENT DIVISION OF THE INTRA-GOVERNMENTAL SERVICES MONITOR OF ACTUAL USE OF SAID PROPERTY; PROVIDING FOR A REVERTER; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus.  The City hereby declares that certain 2002 Chevrolet Impala (VIN 2G1WF52E7729213060, Vehicle Number 8424-10) valued at $2,937, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (“Subject Property”), to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville and authorizes the appropriate City officials to transfer title of the Subject Property to the Public Defender’s Office for the Fourth Judicial Circuit at no cost.  A copy of the certificate from the Director of Procurement certifying compliance with provisions of Chapter 122, Ordinance Code, is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 2.

Section 122.812(c), Ordinance Code, Waived.  The City hereby authorizes the disposition of the Subject Property as noted in Section 1, and waives Section 122.812(c), Ordinance Code, to allow such disposition of the Subject Property for other than fair market compensation and providing the vehicle to the Public Defender’s Office at no cost.
Section 3.

Public Purpose.

The surplus vehicle is needed by the Office of the Public Defender, 4th Judicial Circuit, for use in its day to day operations including, but not limited to transporting witnesses, investigators, “on-call” duty attorneys and others in the performance of their duties.”  The City of Jacksonville finds that providing surplussed vehicle to the Fourth Judicial Circuit Public Defenders Office to enable the Public Defender’s office to provide legal defenses to those who are without means to afford legal representation is a valid public purpose.
Section 4.

Fleet Management Division to Monitor Actual Use of Subject Property.
The Fleet Management Division of the Intra-Governmental Services will be the designated agency to monitor the Public Defender’s use of the Subject Property in accordance with the purposes set forth herein. 

Section 5.

Pursuit of State Funding.
 
The Public Defender’s Office for the Fourth Judicial Circuit shall endeavor to obtain funding from the State of Florida for the Kelly Blue book wholesale trade in value of the referenced vehicles in the State’s 2010-2011 budget. If the Public Defender’s Office is successful in obtaining funding then the vehicles can be sold outright pursuant to §122.821, Ordinance Code.

Section 6.

Reverter.  The disposition authorized herein is conditioned upon the Public Defender’s using the said vehicle for the purposes set forth herein and is conditioned upon the Public Defender’s agreeing to convey the vehicle back to the City of Jacksonville in the event that the vehicle is not used for those purposes.
Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
