BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.  
Modification to Comprehensive Plan.  The Capital Improvements Element of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan is hereby modified to update the Capital Improvements Element Schedule to establish the Fiscal Years 2013-2017 Capital Improvements Element Schedule, as more particularly set forth in Revised Exhibit 1, attached hereto.
