A RESOLUTION CONCERNING THE APPEAL OF A FINAL DECISION OF THE JACKSONVILLE HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION DENYING THE PROPOSED DEMOLITION OF THE STRUCTURE DETERMINED TO BE ELIGIBLE FOR INDIVIDUAL LISTING ON THE NATIONAL REGISTER OF HISTORIC PLACES  LOCATED AT 101 EAST BAY STREET AS REQUESTED BY KARL E. C. BOSTWICK, PRESIDENT OF GUARANTY TRUST INVESTMENTS, INC., IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4, PURSUANT TO SECTION 320.407, ORDINANCE CODE; ADOPTING RECOMMENDED FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS OF THE LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Karl E. C. Bostwick, President of Guaranty Trust Investments, Inc., requested a building demolition permit for the property located 101 East Bay Street determined to be eligible for individual listing on the National Register of Historic Places located in Council District 4; and


WHEREAS, on September 26, 2012, after public hearing, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission (JHPC) denied the demolition permit; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 320.407, Ordinance Code, the applicant filed a notice of appeal within 14 calendar days from the date of the Commission meeting; and


WHEREAS, the appeal was timely filed and the appellant, as the owner, does have standing to appeal; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 
Section 1.

Adoption of findings and conclusions. The Council has reviewed the record of proceedings regarding the demolition of the structure at 101 East Bay Street which is on file in the City Council Legislative Services Division and the Planning and Development Department, and has considered the recommended findings and conclusions of the Land Use and Zoning Committee and based upon the competent, substantial evidence contained in the record, the Council hereby denies the appeal and upholds the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission decision denying the proposed demolition of the subject structure.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this resolution shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon the signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.
