Background Information: Arlington Cardinal Plaza, LLC applied for a zoning exception to allow the operation of a package store in a largely vacant shopping center in a CCG-1 zoning district.  The Planning Department recommended approval of the exception; the Planning Commission, after considerable public comment in opposition to the application, voted to deny the exception.
