Section 2. Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to transfer funding in the amount of $708,188 from the accounts listed above to the Special Council Operating Contingency in order to place such funds below the line to be appropriated by the Council at a future date.  The City issued a Request for Proposals (RFP) on March 16, 2012 for facilities management services (P-08-12).  In an opinion dated May 23, 2012, the General Counsel opined that, in light of the joint selection process provided in the 1993 Initial Lease between the City and Jacksonville Jaguars, LLC (“Jaguars”) and the terms of the RFP, “the City has no real ability to do other than agree with the Jaguars or, if a valid reason exists in good faith such that contract terms allow, reject the proposals.”  By correspondence to the City dated May 24, 2012, the Jaguars recommended the selection of SMG.  The current contract with SMG, which expires on March 31, 2013, provides for an annual contract price of $1,175,315, which is the amount currently appropriated for the contract for facilities management services during fiscal year 2012-13.  This appropriation herein places the amount appropriated for the months April through September 2013, $708,188, below the line to be appropriated by the Council at a future date.

Section 3. Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
