Bill Summary: This ordinance concerns a continuation grant; the ordinance appropriates $62,315 in additional federal pass-through funding received from the Ounce of Prevention Fund of Florida, such funding representing a nine month extension to June 30, 2013, of the High Risk Family Specialist Project portion of the current contract, as initiated by B.T. 13-008.
Background Information: This appropriation funds program support focused on assisting high risk children and is administered by the Jacksonville Children’s Commission.  Funding from the program comes from the Ounce of Prevention Fund of Florida, a public-private partnership founded in 1989 to invest in community-based programs that serve at-risk children and their families.  The appropriation funds a High Risk Family Specialist position at the Children’s Commission.  The specialist visits homes and works directly with families in efforts and with programs to reduce child abuse.  The specialist works in the homes of newly-born infants to ensure that the babies are provided a pathway for a healthy growth environment.
