An ordinance appropriating $178,062 in ONE-TIME GRANT FUNDING FROM THE U.S. ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AGENCY WHICH WILL ALLOW THE ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY DIVISION STAFF TO ESTABLISH A PERMANENT NEAR-ROAD NITROGEN OXIDE MONITORING SITE MEETING DESIGN AND SITING CRITERIA, AS INITIATED BY Revised B.T. 13-010; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2013-2014; providing an effective date.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2013-2014.

Section 3. 
Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide one-time grant funding from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (“EPA”) which will allow the Environmental Quality Division staff to establish a permanent near-road nitrogen oxide monitoring site meeting design and siting criteria. Monitoring at the location will continue at the conclusion of the grant and will provide EPA-required data relative to the nitrogen oxide concentrations at the monitoring site. The period of the grant is from January 1, 2013 through December 31, 2013. A copy of the award letter is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
