Section 3. 
Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide one-time grant funding from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (“EPA”) which will allow the Environmental Quality Division staff to establish a permanent near-road nitrogen oxide monitoring site meeting design and siting criteria. Monitoring at the location will continue at the conclusion of the grant and will provide EPA-required data relative to the nitrogen oxide concentrations at the monitoring site. The period of the grant is from January 1, 2013 through December 31, 2013.
