Mathis and Mary Singleton, was appointed Council Secretary by City Council President Clarence Suggs; and

a native of Jacksonville, Cheryl Kidd attended local schools, Florida Junior College and received  training at the Dale Carnegie Institute; and
WHEREAS,
for 23 years, Cheryl Kidd served her fellow citizens in a number of capacities at City Hall, demonstrating her abilities as an astute, conscientious public servant; and

WHEREAS,
to her family, friends, the fellowship of All People Church of God In Christ and to anyone whom she encountered, she was continually offering warmth, encouragement, a smile and loyalty; and
WHEREAS,
in her life-time, Cheryl Kidd’s devotion to the City of Jacksonville was widely recognized; her exemplary performance and memory will forever be etched in our hearts, and it is appropriate that we acknowledge, commend and celebrate the dedicated public service of Cheryl Kidd; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City Council does hereby commend and celebrate the dedicated public service of the late Cheryl Kidd, City Council Secretary from 1987 to 1991 and urge our fellow citizens to keep her memory in our hearts.
