Bill Summary: The ordinance appropriates a $555,030.00 grant from the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) through the State of Florida Division of Emergency Management to provide 100% of the funding for the acquisition and demolition of repetitively flooded homes at 6847 Bakersfield Drive and 6817 Bakersfield Drive as part of a Repetitive Flood Claim Mitigation Project, as initiated by B.T. 13-015; provides for a carryover of funds to Fiscal Year 2013-2014; approves and authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver a Federally-Funded Subgrant Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and the State of Florida Division of Emergency Management; provides for City oversight by the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department.
Background Information: Mitigation grant programs provide funding to reduce or eliminate the long-term risk of flood damage to repetitive loss structures.  The grant further reduces claims under the National Flood Insurance Program and improves Jacksonville’s standing in the Community Rating System and the Local Mitigation Strategy for floodplain & mitigation management.  The properties are located in Council District 10.
Policy Impact: Jacksonville Fire & Rescue Department/Emergency Preparedness
Fiscal Impact: The bill appropriates a $555,030.00 grant from FEMA.  FEMA is paying 100% of the project expenses.
