An ordinance appropriating a $555,030.00 grant from thE federal emergency management agency (FEMA) through the STATE OF florida dIVISION OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT TO PROVIDE 100% OF THE FUNDING FOR THE ACQUISITION AND DEMOLITION OF REPETITIVELY FLOODED HOMES AT 6847 BAKERSFIELD DRIVE AND 6817 BAKERSFIELD DRIVE AS PART OF A REPETITIVE FLOOD CLAIM MITIGATION PROJECT, as initiated by B.T. 13-015; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2013-2014; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, A FEDERALLY-FUNDED SUBGRANT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND the STATE OF florida division of emergency management; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE JACKSONVILLE FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT; providing an effective date.
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Section 2.

Carryover. 
The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2013-2014.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for a Property Acquisition/Demolition of Structures Project (the “Project”) between the City of Jacksonville and property owners Barbara Murray, owner of the property at 6847 Bakersfield Drive, and David and Joanne Suchey, owners of the property at 6817 Bakersfield Drive, under which the City will acquire the properties, both of which have sustained repetitive flooding. Under the Project, the City will enter into agreements with the property owners to use FEMA grant funding to acquire their respective properties, demolish structures and slabs, and remove debris associated with the Project. The City then will file a perpetual open space conservation easement on the properties. Federal funding will cover 100% of the costs of the Project.

The Flood Mitigation Program provides funding to reduce or eliminate the long-term risk of flood damage to repetitive loss structures.  The Program will further reduce claims under the National Flood Insurance Program and support the City’s standing in the Community Rating System and the Local Mitigation Strategy for floodplain and mitigation management.
Section 4.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City, the Federally-Funded Subgrant Agreement, placed on file with the Legislative Services Division.
Section 5.

Oversight Department.  The Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department shall oversee the project described herein.

Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
