Bill Summary: The ordinance approves and authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute a License Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and the Mandarin Museum & Historical Society, Inc. to operate the existing Webb Farmhouse, Museum Building located at 11964 Mandarin Road; the ordinance waives Section 126.202 (Competitive Seal Bid) of Part 2 (Supplies, Contractual Services and Capital Improvements) of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code.
Background Information: The City of Jacksonville owns the Walter Jones Historical Park, of which the Webb Farm House is a component.  The purpose of the License Agreement, that this ordinance authorizes and approves, is to allow the Licensee (Mandarin Museum & Historical Society, Inc.) to operate the existing Webb Farmhouse, Museum and Barn located at 11964 Mandarin Road.  The License Agreement is the continuation of an existing arrangement.  Mandarin Museum & Historical Society will use the premises for educational purposes.  The term of the License Agreement is for ten years, from 2013 to 2023.  The site is located in Council District 6.
