Bill Summary: The bill petitions the Governor and Florida Legislature to amend Sec. 553.38 of the Florida Statutes – Manufactured Buildings/Application and Scope – to permit local governments to restrict the use of manufactured homes to a permissible use by exception.
Background Information: The Florida Statues require that manufactured homes must be treated equivalently to site-built homes for purposes of building and zoning regulations and requirements, with no distinction drawn between the two types for regulatory purposes.  The sponsor proposes that the state law be amended to permit localities to have the authority to require that manufactured homes be subject to a zoning exception requirement in some zoning districts as a means of ensuring the appropriateness and compatibility of such structures in predominantly site-built neighborhoods.
