 SOCK was launched as an effort to revitalize the Sweetwater community and rid the neighborhood of drug trafficking and other crime; and
WHEREAS,
convinced that reaching young people through positive, constructive outlets, SOCK organized the Sweetwater Athletic Association in 1998 under the leadership of Coach Donnie Moore, Sr.; and
WHEREAS,
the Sweetwater Athletic Association, today under the leadership of its president, Derra Moore, has serviced an average of 1,000 to 1,500 youth and families a year; in its fifteen years, the association has won numerous Jacksonville City championships, fifteen State championships, a number of Mid-Florida championships and two National championships and they continue to amass impressive records that we celebrate today; now therefore
