(a) All sag lenses, drop lenses and convex lenses shall be prohibited. Illumination levels at all property lines shall not exceed one half foot candles when the building or parking areas are located adjacent to residential areas, and shall not exceed one foot candle when abutting other non-residential properties. All lighting lamp sources within parking and pedestrian areas shall be metal halide or compact florescent.  The maximum light pole height in all parking areas shall not exceed thirty feet. An exterior lighting design plan for each project, including a photometrics plan and pole and fixtures schedules shall be submitted at the time of Verification of Substantial Compliance for review and approval by the Planning and Development Department.”; and
(5) Renumber the remaining Sections; and 

(6) Strike Exhibit 2 and replace it with Revised Exhibit 2; and

(7)
Amend the introduction line to reflect this Amendment.

L DESCRIPTION OF PLANS

Applicant proposes to rezone approximately 37.61 acres to Planned Unit De velopment (“PUD") to
allow for the development of a project known as Bayard Commercial Complex PUD. The PUD
shall allow for commercial uses. The parcel is located on the east side of Philips Highway,
approximately two miles north of the St. Johns County line.

The proposed PUD differs from the usual application of the provisions in the Zoning Code (1) by
limiting the permissible amount of non-residential development on the Subject Property to that
allowed by a corresponding Development Agreement, (2) by not allowing certain uses permissible
by exception in the CGC-1 zoning district, and (3) by allowing for internal access to be provided
by reciprocal easement or through internal private right-of-way for ingress and egress among the
driveways of the various parcels.

Il PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT USE RESTRICTIONS

The site shall be developed for commercial uses consistent with the CCG-1 zoning category and
shall also contain on-site parking provided in accordance with the Zoning Code.

A PERMITTED USES AND RESTRICTIONS

The existing Comprehensive Plan designation for this property is Community/General
Commercial (“CGC”). The current zoning is PUD. The purpose of the application for PUD
approval is to allow for a use of the property that is consistent with the CGC category of the 2030
Comprehensive Plan. The project is the subject of Development Agreement #51034 (Ordinance
2008-975-E) for 350,000 enclosed square feet of commercial use. There is no residential
component to the PUD therefore it is not required to provide additional recreation and open space
to meet the requirements set forth in the 2030 Comprehensive Plan.

1. Permitted Uses

The permitted commercial uses on the site shall be as follows:
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(a) Permitted uses and structures

) Retail outlets for sale of food and drugs, wearing apparel, toys, sundries and notions,
books and stationery, leather goods and luggage, jewelry (including watch repair), art,
cameras, or photographic supplies (including camera repair), sporting goods, hobby
shops and pet shops (but not animal boarding kennels), musical instruments, florist or
shops, delicatessens, bakeries (but not wholesale bakeries), home furnishings and
appliances (including repair incidental to sales), office equipment or furniture, antiques,
hardware, new automobile parts (including rebuilt parts not iustallation, repair or
rebuilding of parts) and accessories and similar uses.

(2) Service establishments such as barber or beauty shops, shoe repair shops, restaurants,
interior decorators, reducing salons or gymnasiums, self-service laundries or dry
cleaners, tailors or dressmakers, laundries or dry cleaning pickup stations, dry cleaning
and laundry package plants in completely enclosed buildings using nonflammable liquids
such as perchloroethylene and with no odor, fumes or steam detectable to normal senses
from off the premises, radio and television broadcasting offices and studios,
communication antennas, communication towers, funeral’ homes, blueprinting, job
printing (but not newspaper), radio and television repair shops, travel agencies,
employment offices, home equipment rental and similar uses.

(3) Banks (including drive-thru tellers), loan companies, mortgage brokers, stockbrokers and
similar financial institutions.

(4) All types of professional and business offices, newspaper offices (but not printing),
employment offices and similar uses.

(5) Hotels and motels.

(6) Commercial indoor recreational or entertainment facilities such as bowling alleys,

swimming pools, indoor skating rinks and similar uses.

(7) Art galleries, museums, community centers, dance, art or music studios, vocational, trade
or business schools and similar uses.

(8) Day care centers or care centers meeting the performance standards and development
criteria set forth in Part 4.

(9) Off-street commercial parking lots meeting the performance standards and development
criteria set forth in Part 4.

(10)  An establishment or facility which includes the retail sale and service of beer or wine for
off-premises consumption or for on-premises conjunction with the service of food which is
ordered from a menu and prepared or served for pay for consumption on-premises.

(11) Retail plant nurseries (including outside display but not landscape contractors requiring
heavy equipment or vehicles in excess of one-ton capacity).

(12) Express or parcel delivery offices, telephone exchanges, motor bus or other
transportation terminals but not freight or truck terminals) and similar uses.

(13) Veterinarians and animal patients boarding subject to the performance standards and
development criteria set forth in Part 4.

(14) Personal property storage establishments meeting the performance development criteria
set forth in Part 4.
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(15)
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Retail outlets for the sale of used wearing apparel, toys, books, luggage, jewelry,
cameras, sporting goods, home furnishings and appliances, furniture and similar uses.

Essential services, including water, sewer, gas, telephone, radio, television and electric,
meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.

Churches, including a rectory or similar use.

Outside retail sales of holiday items, subject to the performance standards and
development criteria set forth in Part 4.

Wholesaling or distributorship businesses located within a retail shopping center (but not
on an out-parcel or within a stand alone structure), provided that such use is limited to
thirty percent of the total gross square footage of the retail shopping center of which the
wholesaling use or activity is a part, and further provided there is no warehousing or
storage of products not directly associated with the wholesaling or distributorship
business located on the premises.

Restaurants with the outside sale and service of food meeting the performance standards
and development criteria set forth in Part 4.

Filling or gas stations (including car wash) meeting the performance standards and
development criteria set forth in Part 4. A maximum of 24 fueling positions shall be
allowed along with up to 4 additional fueling positions for alternatives fuels such as CNG,

bio-diesel, non-ethanol, etc. Automated car washes that are subordinate uses to filling or

gas stations shall be permitted to operate during the same hours as the filling or gas
station. '

Assembly of components and light manufacturing when in conjunction with a retail sales
or service establishment, conducted without outside storage or display.

Dance or music studios.
Permitted accessory uses and structures. See Section 656.403, Zoning Code.
Permissible uses by exception
An establishment or facility which includes the retail sale and service of all alcoholic
beverages including liquor, beer or wine for on-premises consumption or both, including
permanent or restricted outside sale and service, meeting the performance standards and
development criteria set forth in Part 4.
Service garages for minor or major repairs.
Retail sales of new or used automobiles and trucks.
Reserved.
Private clubs.

Service and repair of general appliances and small engines.

Schools meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.
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Minimum Lot and Building Requirements

The site center shall be subject to the minimum lot requirements, lot coverage, yard requirements
and height restrictions of the CCG-1 zoning category.

(1) Minimum lot requirements (width and area): None
(2) Maximum lot coverage by all buildings: None
(3) Minimum front yard: None

(4) Minimum side yard: None. Where the lot is adjacent to a residential district, a minimum
setback of fifteen (15) feet shall be provided.

(6) Minimum rear yard: Ten (10) feet

(7) Maximum height of structures: Sixty (60) feet

(8) Non-residential Enclosed Area: 350,000 square feet

(9) Passive Open Space: 19.88+ acres

(10) Public and/or Private Right-of-Way: None (see Section 1.A.4)

(11) Proposed Land Coverage of all Buildings: 12.43 acres

(12) Active Recreation: None, there is no residential component to the PUD (see Section V.F).

Parking Requirements

The parking requirements for this PUD shall be consistent with the requirements of Part 6 of the
Zoning Code.

Access, Internal and External Road Activities

Vehicular access to the Subject Property shall be by way of Philips Highway, substantially as
shown on the Conceptual Site Plan (Exhibit “E”). Access, internal and external road activities and
other traffic approvals shall be subject to the City of Jacksonville through the subdivision
permitting and site review permitting processes. The number, design and location of accesses to
Philips Highway are also subject to the review and approval of the Florida Department of

Transportation. Identification signage, walls, fences and landscaping shall not obstruct horizontal
sight distances.

Within the Subject Property, internal access shall be provided by reciprocal easement or through
internal private right-of-way for ingress and egress among the driveways of the various parcels of
the Subject Property, if ownership or occupancy of the Subject Property is subdivided among
more than one person or entity.

Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in accordance with the 2030
Comprehensive Plan.

DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS

Retention
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If required, stormwater retention/detention system shall be designed and constructed in
accordance with the requirements of the City of Jacksonville and the St. Johns River Water
District.

Site Lighting

Any and all forms of exterior lighting or interior parking lighting in commercial areas shall be
designed and installed to localize illumination onto the property, and to minimize unreasonable
interference or impact on any non-commercial adjacent property inside or outside of the PUD.

All light fixtures including security lighting shall be cutoff fixtures and should be incorporated as an
integral design element that complements the design of the building and project through its
design style, materials and color. lllumination levels at all property lines shall not exceed one-half
(0.5) foot candles when the building or parking areas are located adjacent to residential areas,
and shall not exceed one (1.0) foot candle when abutting other non-residential properties.
House-side shields and other cutoff reflectors shall be incorporated into the lighting design to
meet this design standard.

All lighting within parking and pedestrian areas shall be coordinated with the landscape tree plan
to prevent canopy conflicts with the proposed or existing trees. To provide appropriate lighting
within a pedestrian area, the maximum light pole heights in all parking areas shall not exceed
fifteen (15) feet.

PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT DESIGN GUIDELINES

Tree Protection and Landscape Buffers

The requirements of the City of Jacksonville Code 656 Part 12 shall apply; however, landscaping
may be relocated to provide for efficient development of the site as approved by the Planning and
Development Department.

Signage

The number, location, height, and size of signage on the property shall be in accordance with the
Sign Ordinance of the City of Jacksonwville for the current CCG-1 Zoning District.

The development shall be subject to the following design guidelines and development standards:

Three (3) monument signs: One at each entrance max. 200 square feet each, max. 35 feet high
Six (6) outparcel monument signs: max. 100 square feet each, max. 15 feet high

Wall signage, under canopy signs, awning signs projecting signs may also be permitted

SUCCESSORS IN TITLE

All successors in title to the property, or any portion of the property, shall be bound to the
conditions of this PUD.

EXTERNAL COMPATIBILITY

Uses on or Near the Perimeter of the PUD

The zoning of all adjoining lands on the east side of Philips Highway is residential, with a small
portion on the southeast corner adjoining agricultural land. All property directly across Philips
Highway (to the west) is developed as a mixed-use PUD. The development shall provide buffers
to accommodate adjoining incompatible uses including all buffers as required by Part 12.
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INTENSITY OF DEVELOPMENT

Proposed Use

The proposed PUD is a commercial site.

Availability of Utility Services

Water and sewer services and electric power is available to the Subject Property and will be
provided by JEA. All utilities are available for the proposed PUD.

Access to and Suitability of Transportation Arteries

The proposed PUD is located on Philips Highway and has convenient access to Interstate 295,
State Road 9B, and Interstate 95.

Wetlands will be permitted according to local, state and federal requirements.

DEVELOPMENT PLAN APPROVAL

With each request for verification of substantial compliance with this PUD, a preliminary
development plan shall be submitted to the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development
Department identifying all the existing and proposed uses within the Subject Property, and
showing the general layout of the overall Subject Property.

The initial phase of the PUD will involve the construction of a gas station (including car wash) with
a planned construction start within two years of adoption of the PUD Ordinance. Completion of
construction within the PUD shall be consistent with the duration of Development Agreement
#51034 (Ordinance 2008-975-E).

JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION FOR THIS
PROJECT

The PUD application submitted herein should prove to reflect a development that will respond to
the uses and needs in the area.

The PUD application submitted conforms to the Goals, Objectives and Policies of the City of
Jacksonville 2030 Comprehensive Plan.

The proposed PUD allows for an efficient use of land in a commercial use.

PUD REVIEW CRITERIA
CONSISTENCY WITH THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

The Subject Property is located within the Community/General Commercial (“C/GC”) future land
use category according to the Future Land Use Map series adopted as part of the 2030
Comprehensive Plan. The proposed development of the Subject Property will be consistent with
the Comprehensive Plan designation which allows for a wide range of goods and services
including general merchandise, apparel, food and related items. General commercial uses
permissible in the PUD include, but are not limited to, business and professional offices, financial
institutions, highway commercial, hotel, motel, and fast food establishments.
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CONSISTENCY WITH THE CONCURRENCY AND MOBILITY MANAGEMENT SYSTEM

The PUD is subject to a Development Agreement #51034 that guarantees the concurrency traffic
circulation impacts for up to 350,000 enclosed square feet of commercial use are accommodated
and approved by the City of Jacksonville. The Agreement, under Ordinance 2008-975-E, was
enacted November 25, 2008 and remains valid.

ALLOCATION OF RESIDENTIAL LAND USE

The Applicant is not requesting any residential uses to be permitted within the PUD, even though
the 2030 Comprehensive Plan deems multi-family uses appropriate secondary and supporting
uses in all commercial categories.

INTERNAL COMPATIBILITY/VEHICULAR ACCESS

The proposed PUD contains limitations on the future uses permitted on the Subject Property as
well as a common development scheme which contains special provisions for signage,
landscaping, sidewalks, architecture, and other issues relating to the common areas and
vehicular and pedestrian traffic. The final engineering plans will be subject to review and approval
by FDOT and the City Traffic Engineer.

EXTERNAL COMPATIBILITY/INTENSITY OF DEVELOPMENT

The Subject Property is an existing PUD and will have no undue adverse impact upon the
physical and environmental characteristics of the Subject Property and surrounding lands. The
proposed PUD emphasizes the importance of smoothly transitioning towards adjacent residential
uses located to the north and east. The surrounding land use designations and zoning districts
include: Conservation/PUD to the south and west, LDR/RR Acre to the north and east. The

proposed PUD is compatible in both intensity and density with these surrounding developments
and zoning districts.

The Subject Property shall be developed so as to cause no illumination, noise or interference with
any surrounding residential lands. All buildings shall be located so as to not impact the adjacent
residential lands. The final site plan, including location of buildings, lights, buffers and setbacks,
shall be subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department to
assure the development mitigates intensification in relation to surrounding residential lands.

Prior to verification of substantial compliance with this PUD, the location and design of all access
points will be subject to the review and approval of FDOT and the City Traffic Engineer and the
Planning and Development Department.

RECREATION/OPEN SPACE

There is no residential component to the PUD therefore it is not required to provide additional
recreation and open space to meet the requirements set forth in the 2030 Comprehensive Plan.

IMPACT ON WETLANDS

Any impact on wetlands will be permitted in accordance with local, state, and federal
requirements.

LISTED SPECIES REGULATIONS

The Property is less than fifty (50) acres; therefore, a listed species survey is not required.
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OFF-STREET PARKING & LOADING REQUIREMENTS

The PUD provides integrated parking and loading facilities to support the commercial uses within
the Subject Property.

SIDEWALKS, TRAILS, AND BIKEWAYS

New pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed according to the 2030

Comprehensive Plan. Sidewalks located adjacent to public streets will be located within rights-of-
way.

All pedestrian crosswalks and traffic calming devices shall be clearly identified by unique paving
materials.

STORMWATER RETENTION

Retention shall meet the requirements of the City of Jacksonville and all other state or local
agencies with jurisdiction including the St. Johns River Water Management District. Exhibit “E”
depicts the general location of the stormwater detention; however, relocation of such stormwater
detention shall be permitted upon final site design provided the stormwater detention area meets
the standards and requirements of the City of Jacksonville and the St. Johns River Water
Management District. Common areas, including the stormwater management systems, will be
maintained by an owners association.

UTILITIES

Essential services including water, sewer, gas, telephone, and electric as needed to serve the
PUD development shall be allowed on the Subject Property. Water and sewer services and
electric power is available to the Subject Property provided by JEA. The Developer will design
and construct each building so as to furnish adequate fire protection.

FACILITY STATEMENT

All roads, drainage facilities and common areas located within the PUD for the common use and
benefit of all property owners, shall initially be constructed, owned and maintained by the Owner,
his successors and/or assigns. Upon completion of construction of such common facilities and at
the time established by the Owner, he will transfer ownership and maintenance responsibilities to
a Property Owners Association, a non-profit corporation established under the laws of the State
of Florida. There are no on-site areas functions or facilities to be operated or maintained by the
City of Jacksonville.
