Bill Summary: The bill designates the Houston Cemetery on Big Talbot Island as a local historic landmark site and directs that the historic designation be entered into the public record, designated by the Property Appraiser in the land records database, and entered on the City’s Zoning Atlas.
Background Information: The Houston Cemetery, located between Houston Avenue and Mud River on the south end of Big Talbot Island, is one of the oldest cemeteries in Jacksonville, probably dating to the Second Spanish Period (1783-1821).  It is the resting place of some of the earliest residents of what would eventually become the City of Jacksonville and holds the graves of several American Revolution and Civil War soldiers.  The Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission recommended approval of the designation, which was requested by the property owners – members of the Houston family acting through the Big Talbot Island Improvement Association.
