Bill Summary: The bill amends Ordinance Code Chapter 191 – Special Events – to delete the provisions regarding 12 annual ticketed events at Metropolitan Park which are exempt from the provisions of the City’s noise ordinance.

Background Information: Ordinance 2005-453-E created a defined Entertainment District in the Sports Complex/East Jacksonville area shortly after Jacksonville hosted the Super Bowl in February 2005.  The Special Events chapter of the Ordinance Code was amended to adopt a list of specific events during which waivers of various City regulatory codes would be permitted for activities taking place within the Entertainment District, including the noise control ordinance, the alcoholic beverage open container law and distance limitations for facilities serving alcoholic beverages.  The list of specified events includes various specifically named events (Jaguar football games, Gator Bowl game, World of Nations festival, etc.) and also includes a listing for “12 Ticket Events at Metropolitan Park.”
The bill’s sponsor wishes to delete the 12 Ticket Events at Metropolitan Park from the listing in order to remove the exemption from noise ordinance enforcement from concerts held at the facility due to complaints from residents of St. Nicholas and San Marco about the noise and language impacting their neighborhood from outdoor concerts.
