ORDINANCE 2013-16
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING HONORARY STREET DESIGNATIONS AND ASSOCIATED ROADWAY MARKERS; ESTABLISHING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION AT AN APPROPRIATE LOCATION IN THE VICINITY OF THE INTERSECTION OF NORFOLK BOULEVARD AND SOUTEL DRIVE IN JACKSONVILLE FOR JEAN A. LEWIS; PROVIDING FOR THE INSTALLATION OF TWO HONORARY ROADWAY MARKERS AT APPROPRIATE LOCATIONS IN THE VICINITY OF THE DESIGNATED ROADWAY IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 10; HONORING THE LIFE AND LEGACY OF JEAN A. LEWIS, AND RECOGNIZING THE ACHIEVEMENTS OF JEAN A. LEWIS; PROVIDING FOR CONFORMANCE WITH PART I (GENERAL PROVISIONS) OF CHAPTER 745, ORDINANCE CODE (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS); DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD THE ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Jean A. Lewis, contributed more than 35 years of volunteer work to the Sherwood Forest Community Association, and served professionally as the President for 5 years; and
WHEREAS, due to her sincere devotion to the children in Sherwood Forest, Jean A. Lewis created the “The Bright Ideal Project”, a tutorial program established to help students excel on the Florida Comprehensive Assessment Test (FCAT); and 

WHEREAS, in 1978, at the age of 44, Jean A. Lewis demonstrated that it is never too late to obtain a higher education by enrolling as a first time student at Florida Junior College, and ultimately received the Associate of Arts Degree in 1981; and
WHEREAS, in 1983, Jean A. Lewis received a Bachelor of Arts Degree from Edward Waters College where the younger students appointed Ms. Lewis as a positive and nurturing role model due to her wisdom and encouraging words of success; and 

WHEREAS, as an exceptional endeavor while in college, Jean A. Lewis became a member of the Nu Iolta Chapter of Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority, Inc.; and
WHEREAS, Jean A. Lewis devoted 23 remarkable years serving as the Secretary for the Edward Waters Alumni Association, and due to her tireless commitment to the Alumni Association, in 2005, she was rewarded with the title of “The First Mrs. Alumni Homecoming Queen”; and
WHEREAS, Jean A. Lewis was an active and diligent member at Bethel Baptist Institutional Church; and 
WHEREAS, Jean A. Lewis also received the Housing Partnership Paint the Town Award and the Good Neighbor Citizen Award; and

WHEREAS, her proudest accomplishment involved recognition by the First Coast News for the award of “12 Who Cares Community Award”; and
WHEREAS, a private donor has provided funding to cover the costs of the roadway markers approved herein; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the accomplishments of Jean A. Lewis are worthy and deserving of a form of recognition that the City of Jacksonville and Jean A. Lewis family, friends and colleagues can share and celebrate in; to wit: the creation of an honorary street designation and the installation of appropriate honorary roadway markers in the vicinity of the intersection of Norfolk Boulevard and Soutel Drive in Council District 10; and
WHEREAS, the provisions of Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; now therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Portion of Norfolk Boulevard and Soutel Drive to receive an honorary street designation for Jean A. Lewis.  An appropriate area in the vicinity of the intersection of Norfolk Boulevard and Soutel Drive in Council District 10, shall hereby be honorarily designated as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, for Jean A. Lewis.

Section 2.

Honorary Roadside Markers for Jean A. Lewis to be installed.  Two honorary roadway memorial markers, as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, recognizing and honoring Jean A. Lewis, shall be placed in an appropriate area in the vicinity of the intersection of Norfolk Boulevard and Soutel Drive.

Section 3.

Directing Legislative Services to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is requested to send a copy of this legislation, once enacted, to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with the Public Works Department, Traffic Engineering Division and other affected agencies and organizations.

Section 4.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
