RESOLUTION 2013-22
A RESOLUTION EXPRESSING THE CITY’S SUPPORT FOR THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION BEAVER STREET ROAD DIET CONCEPT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Florida Department of Transportation (“FDOT”) is considering a proposal to reduce the 4-lane section of Beaver Street (currently four 10-foot travel lanes), between McDuff Avenue and Stockton Street, to a 3-lane section with one 12-foot travel lane in each direction, one 12-foot center turn lane, bike lanes on each side, and new curbs, gutters and sidewalks (the “Beaver Street Road Diet Concept”); and

  WHEREAS, the FDOT’s calculations show that the Beaver Street Road Diet Concept will substantially reduce accidents, which are prevalent on that stretch of Beaver Street, while causing only slight intersection delays and a slight reduction of the average speed on that portion of Beaver Street; and

WHEREAS, the proposed bike lanes of the Beaver Street Road Diet Concept would connect to existing bike lanes on McDuff Avenue and could, with some additional extensions, connect to the S-Line trail at Myrtle Avenue, thus providing for a continuous bike trail from Riverside to Springfield; and 

WHEREAS, the FDOT engineering staff will be making a presentation on the Beaver Street Road Diet Concept to the FDOT’s district management the first week of January; and

WHEREAS, on December 12, 2012, the Context Sensitive Street Committee unanimously supported, by a vote of 4-0, the proposed Beaver Street Road Diet Concept; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

City Council Support. The City of Jacksonville hereby supports the Florida Department of Transportation Beaver Street Road Diet Concept to reduce the 4-lane section of Beaver Street (currently four 10-foot travel lanes), between McDuff Avenue and Stockton Street, to a 3-lane section with one 12-foot travel lane in each direction, one 12-foot center turn lane, bike lanes on each side, and new curbs, gutters and sidewalks.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
