Bill Summary: This bill confirms the Mayor’s appointment of Theodore N. Carter as the Economic Development Officer within the Office of Economic Development.
Background Information:  Section 55.102, Ordinance Code, provides that the Economic Development Officer shall have a bachelor’s degree or higher from an accredited university or college and possess at least 10 years professional experience in commercial real estate, deal structuring, fundamental economics, banking or related legal experience and high-level negotiations, which must include at least 2 years of economic development and financial analysis.
Mr. Carter received a bachelor’s degree in foreign service from Georgetown University and a master’s degree in public administration from The American University.  He has been an Executive Managing Director with CB Richard Ellis for four years and has worked for National Capital Revitalization Corp., the District of Columbia, FreeMarkets, and the US Treasury Department.   Mr. Carter’s resume did not include a Duval County address.
