Bill Summary: This bill confirms the Council President’s and Mayor’s joint reappointment of Betty S. Holzendorf as a member of the Jacksonville Journey Oversight Committee, for a second full four-year term ending December 31, 2016.

Background Information: The Jacksonville Journey Oversight Committee was initially establish via Ordinance 2008-555-E and continued via Ordinance 2012-433-E (budget ordinance).  The Committee is charged to in concert with the City’s grant making agencies, establish the short, intermediate, and long term, measurement and reporting systems for Jacksonville Journey funds; issue an annual community-wide report card on the progress of funded Jacksonville Journey programs; make annual recommendations on programs to be funded based on each program’s prior year’s performance; continue the data gathering and public policy innovation initiated by the Jacksonville Journey for further refinement and consideration of the program; and advocate for the investment of new public and private dollars as well as state and federal policy initiatives to ensure a safer city.  The nine members of the committee are appointed jointly by the Council President and Mayor.

Sen. Holzendorf received a master’s degree in education administration from the University of North Florida and a master’s degree in bio-chemistry from Atlanta University.  She is a former State Senator and State Representative and has previously served on the Jacksonville Children’s Commission and the Jacksonville Affordable Housing Advisory Committee.  Sen. Holzendorf resides in the Edgewood Manor area within Council District #10.
Attendance:  According to information provided by the staff for the Jacksonville Journey Oversight Committee, Sen. Holzendorf has attended 76% of the meetings of the committee since her initial appointment in 2008.
