RESOLUTION 2013-32-A
A RESOLUTION COMMENDING AND THANKING PAUL ANDERSON FOR HIS CONTRIBUTIONS TO THE JACKSONVILLE PORT AUTHORITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Paul Anderson graduated from the University of Florida with a degree in journalism/business in 1982 and as a mid-career executive completed the Senior Managers in Government program in the Kennedy School of Government at Harvard University in 1997; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Anderson has had a long and distinguished career in the maritime industry and related fields, serving for 9 years as Vice President for Government and Public Affairs at JM Family Enterprises, an automobile import and distribution company, then, upon nomination by President George W. Bush, for 5 years as a Commissioner on the U.S. Maritime Commission, the federal regulatory agency responsible for international maritime transportation into and out of U.S. ports, followed by 2 years as President of IOSC, an international provider of chemical and liquid product tanker transportation services and a brief stint as a Senior Fellow at the U.S. House of Representatives’ Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure; and


WHEREAS, in January 2011, Paul Anderson was selected by the board of the Jacksonville Port Authority to become Chief Executive Officer of Jaxport, one of the City’s most vital economic foundations and an important provider of employment and income to the City and its citizens and businesses; and 


WHEREAS, in his brief time as the Jaxport CEO, Mr. Anderson has proven himself a capable and decisive leader, and has helped produce significant forward progress in several initiatives of vital importance to the port, including pushing forward a permanent solution to the Mile Point channel restructuring to solve a long-time navigation problem, securing $30 million in funding for the construction of an intermodal rail yard on Dames Point to speed the trans-shipment of containers from the docks to their destinations via rail, and making substantial progress in obtaining funding and Congressional authorization for the channel deepening project that is crucial to Jacksonville’s ability to attract and accommodate post-Panamax super ships; and


WHEREAS, Paul Anderson is well-known in both statewide and national maritime organizations, serving as President of the Florida Ports Council and Chairman of the Florida Ports Financing Council; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Anderson has recently announced his resignation as CEO of Jaxport to assume the same job for the Tampa Port Authority; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commends and thanks Paul Anderson for his outstanding performance as CEO of the Jacksonville Port Authority and extends its best wishes for his future success as he moves on to other professional challenges.  Mr. Anderson’s professionalism and vast knowledge of all aspects of the port operations and funding have made an invaluable contribution to Jaxport and to the community at large, and will be greatly missed.
