A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING BILL KILLINGSWORTH FOR HIS OUTSTANDING CAREER WITH THE CITY PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT ON THE OCCASION OF HIS RETIREMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Bill Killingsworth earned a bachelor’s degree in business administration at the University of Florida, specializing in real estate and urban analysis, and began his professional career as an Assistant Planner with the City of Jacksonville’s Planning Department in 1990; and


WHEREAS, over the succeeding 22 years Mr. Killingsworth advanced to the positions of Planner, Senior Planner, GIS Manager, Principal Planner and Chief of Community Planning before being appointed as Director of the Planning and Development Department in 2009; and


WHEREAS, throughout his career in the department, Bill Killingsworth has been involved in some of the largest and most important planning projects in the City’s modern history, including the development and implementation of the City’s Geographic Information System (GIS), implementation of the State’s mandated land use planning and regulation system, including the adoption of the City’s 2010 Comprehensive Plan and subsequent annual Evaluation and Appraisal Reports, and the development of first the “fair share” and then the subsequent “mobility fee” transportation financing mechanism, which in 2011 was given an Award of Excellence by the Florida chapter of the American Planning Association in the category of Best Practices; and 


WHEREAS, Mr. Killingsworth is particularly known for his belief in and support for participatory planning processes that actively solicit community support and participation and reflect community values and desires, such as the area vision plans, the Town Centers initiative, area-specific zoning overlays and neighborhood action plans; and


WHEREAS, Bill Killingsworth provided particular support to the City Council by being integrally involved in managing the very effective 2011 City Council redistricting process; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Killingsworth has recently announced his retirement, and the City Council wishes to acknowledge his countless contributions to the City’s planning progress; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Bill Killingsworth for his outstanding career with the City’s Planning and Development Department and extends its grateful appreciation for his countless contributions to Jacksonville’s progress as a first class city.
