RESOLUTION 2013-37-A
A RESOLUTION CELEBRATING THE LIFE AND COMMENDING THE DEDICATED SERVICE OF STANLEY MAURICE MACON, CITY EMPLOYEE FROM 1975 TO 2012; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

from 1975 to present, Stanley Macon worked for the City of Jacksonville in various accounting-related capacities preparing, reviewing, and auditing grants, budgets, payroll, financial reports, and supervising accounting employees; and

Stanley Macon was born and raised in the City of Jacksonville and was a 1974 graduate of Florida Agricultural and Mechanical University in Tallahassee, Florida, where he earned a Bachelor of Science Degree in Accounting; and

for almost 37 years, Stanley Macon served his city, demonstrating his ability as a dedicated, respected, and well-liked public servant; and

WHEREAS,
to his family, friends, and colleagues, he exuded strength, tenacity, and determination to work beyond physical limitations from recent illness; and

WHEREAS,
in his lifetime, Stanley Macon’s devotion to the City of Jacksonville was widely recognized; his exemplary performance and memory will forever be etched in our hearts, and it is appropriate that we acknowledge, commend and celebrate the dedicated public service of Stanley Macon; now therefore
