The Land Use and Zoning Committee offers the following first amendment 
to File No. 2013-44:
(1) Strike page 2, lines 15-31, and page 3, lines 1-3 in its entirety and insert:

“(5)
Site orientation of the structure. The dwelling shall be oriented on the lot so that its long axis is parallel with the street or if it is not, the variation off of parallel shall be less than ten percent. A perpendicular or diagonal placement may be permitted if the dwelling complies with the perpendicular or diagonal placement projection requirements in subsection (2) above; provided, however, if the deficiency along the axis parallel to the street is less than ten percent, then landscaping may be used to cure the deficiency, as approved by the Zoning Administrator, or his designee. If the dwelling is the first to be constructed in a platted subdivision, or if the dwelling is structurally integrated with an attached garage at the time of original construction or manufactured or modular home move on, this subsection shall not apply. 
(2) Amend the introduction to reflect this Amendment.
