ORDINANCE 2013-45
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 93 (ST. JOHNS RIVER FERRY COMMISSION), SECTION 93.103 (MEMBERSHIP; TERMS; COMPOSITION), ORDINANCE CODE, TO ADD THE CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER OF VISIT JACKSONVILLE, OR ANY SUCCESSOR ENTITY CHOSEN BY THE TOURIST DEVELOPMENT COUNCIL TO PERFORM MARKETING SERVICES AND TO PROMOTE TOURISM IN JACKSONVILLE, AS AN EX OFFICIO MEMBER OF THE ST. JOHNS RIVER FERRY COMMISSION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Amending Section 93.103 (Membership; terms; composition.) of Chapter 93 (St. Johns River Ferry Commission), Ordinance Code.  Section 93.103 (Membership; terms; composition.), of Chapter 93 (St. Johns River Ferry Commission), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

Sec. 93.103. 
Membership; terms; composition. The Commission shall be composed of seven eight members, two of whom shall be members of the general public appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by the Council, four of whom shall be members of the general public appointed by the City Council, and one of whom shall be a City Council Member appointed each year by the new Council President who shall serve as Chair, and the Chief Executive Officer of Visit Jacksonville, or any successor entity chosen by the Tourist Development Council to perform marketing services and to promote tourism in Jacksonville (the “CEO of Visit Jacksonville”). The CEO of Visit Jacksonville shall be a member ex officio.  All members shall have demonstrated interest in the preservation of service of the Mayport Ferry, and who have such business and/or governmental experience as found by the Council, that will enable them to contribute to the perpetuation of Mayport Ferry service.  Commission members may reside in Duval, Nassau or St. Johns County, and shall serve for three-year staggered terms or until their successors shall have been appointed by the City Council.  No member shall serve more than two consecutive full terms; provided however, this provision shall not apply to the CEO of Visit Jacksonville.  Of the initial appointments, two members shall serve for a three year term, two members shall serve for a two year term and two members shall serve for a one year term.  Appointments to fill vacancies for partial terms (less than 50% of a full term) and initial appointments under the preceding sentence for less than three years shall not be deemed to be full terms.  


The Council President shall annually designate the Chair and Vice Chair of the Commission.  

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
