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ORDINANCE 2013-55
AN ORDINANCE WAIVING SECTION 116.910, (RESIDENCE WITHIN THE CITY; EXCEPTION) ORDINANCE CODE, TO ALLOW FOR THE REHIRE OF 45 JSO OFFICERS AS OFFICERS; PROVIDING FOR SUNSET PROVISIONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE

WHEREAS, the JSO during the 2012 difficult budgetary cycle made the decision to lay off 45 trained police officers; and
WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Sheriff’s office expends a significant amount of City resources in training the individuals to become officers; and 

WHEREAS, it was intent of the JSO to rehire those trained officers to benefit from the cost of their training and to have immediately available ready to work law enforcement officers; and 


WHEREAS, since the officers separation with the City of Jacksonville, §116.910 (Residence within the City; Exception) Ordinance Code, requires any new hires to live within Duval County; and 



 WHEREAS, some of those individuals had to leave Duval County for employment with surrounding counties and municipalities, or had previously resided outside of the county and had they not been separated from employment with the City would have been “grandfathered in” to the residency requirements, now therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1. 
Waiving Sec. 116.910 (Residence Within The City; Exception) Ordinance Code.  Sec. 116.910 (Residence Within The City; Exception) Ordinance Code is hereby waived to allow for an exception for the rehire of 45 JSO officers listed on the attached Exhibit 1 to be rehired as JSO officers without having to comply with the residency requirements of §116.910. 

Section 2.

Sunset.  Section 1 of this ordinance, providing for the rehire of 45 JSO officers as JSO officers without complying with the residency requirements  shall sunset, be repealed, and be of no further effect one (1) year after enactment of this Ordinance, unless reenacted in subsequent legislation.  
Section 3. 
Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
