ORDINANCE 2013-57-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING HONORARY STREET DESIGNATIONS AND ASSOCIATED ROADWAY MARKER; ESTABLISHING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION IN FRONT OF THE ALPHONSO WEST MORTUARY, INC. BUSINESS LOCATED AT 4409 SOUTEL DRIVE IN JACKSONVILLE FOR ALPHONSO WEST; PROVIDING FOR THE INSTALLATION OF AN HONORARY ROADWAY MARKER TO BE LOCATED IN AN APPROPRIATE LOCATION ON THE DESIGNATED ROADWAY IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 10; HONORING THE LIFE AND LEGACY OF ALPHONSO WEST, AND RECOGNIZING THE ACHIEVEMENTS OF ALPHONSO WEST; PROVIDING FOR CONFORMANCE WITH PART I (GENERAL PROVISIONS) OF CHAPTER 745, ORDINANCE CODE (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS); WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(e)(2), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING PERSONS WHO HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION MAY BE NAMED AFTER; DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD THE ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Alphonso West, a graduate of the Atlanta School of Embalming was a successful entrepreneur where he provided professional services with genuine compassion for grieving families for more than 60 years;
WHEREAS, specifically, Alphonso West co-owned the Holmes and West Funeral Home for 30 years; and 

WHEREAS, he served as Owner and President of Alphonso West Mortuary for approximately 22 years; and
WHEREAS, due to his inspiration as a leader in Jacksonville, many existing Funeral Home Directors in Jacksonville, and the state of Florida sought the advice of Alphonso West as an effective mentor; and 

WHEREAS, Alphonso West dedicated 20 years of diligent service as a Clerk working for the United States Postal Service; and
WHEREAS, Alphonso West bravely served in the United States Navy as a World War II veteran; and
WHEREAS, he served several years as an Assistant Treasurer and Trustee with active membership at Bethel Baptist Institutional Church; and

WHEREAS, Alphonso West was involved as a member of the National Funeral Directors Association, the First Coast Funeral Directors Association, the Independent Funeral Directors Associations, the National Postal Alliance and FlaJax Club, Inc.; and
WHEREAS, a private donor has provided funding to cover the costs of the roadway marker approved herein; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the accomplishments of Alphonso West are worthy and deserving of a form of recognition that the City of Jacksonville and Alphonso West family, friends and colleagues can share and celebrate in; to wit: the creation of an honorary street designation and the installation of an appropriate honorary roadway marker on Soutel Drive, such designation to extend between Norfolk Boulevard and Scott Woods Drive on Soutel Road in front of the Alphonso West Mortuary, Inc., all in Council District 10; and
WHEREAS, the provisions of Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; and


WHEREAS, the provisions of Section 745.105 (e)(2), Ordinance Code, allow for honorary designations for persons who have been deceased for a minimum five (5) years; but given the nature of Alphonso West’s accomplishments, the Council hereby has determined to waive any limitation on the naming of an honorary designation after a person who has been deceased less than five (5) years, and also to waive any other ordinance or rule inconsistent with the purposes of this ordinance; now therefore, 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Portion of Soutel Drive between Norfolk Boulevard and Scott Woods Drive to receive an honorary street designation for Alphonso West.  4409 Soutel Drive between Norfolk Boulevard and Scott Woods Drive in Council District 10, shall hereby be honorarily designated as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, for Alphonso West.

Section 2.

Honorary Roadside Marker for Alphonso West to be installed.  An honorary roadway memorial marker, as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, recognizing and honoring Alphonso West, shall be placed on Soutel Road in front of the Alphonso West Mortuary, Inc. business at 4409 Soutel Drive.

Section 3. 
Waiver of Section 745.105 (e) (2). Section 745.105 (e)(2), Ordinance Code, requiring the approval of honorary designations only for persons who have been deceased for five years, are hereby waived to allow for the honorary street designation and honorary marker as set forth in Sections 1 and 2 hereof.  

Section 4.

Directing Legislative Services to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is requested to send a copy of this legislation, once enacted, to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with the Public Works Department, Traffic Engineering Division and other affected agencies and organizations.

Section 5.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
