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LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE AMENDMENT
The Land Use and Zoning Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2013-64:
(1) On page 1, line 17, after “PUD;” insert “PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS;”; and

(2) On page 2, lines 19 and 20, strike “January 10” and insert “March 8”; and
(3) On page 2, line 24, before “Exhibit 2” insert “Revised”; and
(4) On page 2, line 24 ½ insert a new Section 2 to read as follows:

“Section 2.
Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum dated February 15, 2013, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.
(b) There shall be a vehicular access point from the proposed development to Hammock Circle South, subject to the review of the Planning and Development Department.

(c) Frontage along Hammock Circle South shall be treated as a rear yard for the purpose of setbacks.

(d) There shall be no driveway access off Hammock Circle South for any individual lots.

(e) The neighborhood identification sign on Girvin Road shall be limited to six (6) feet in height and twenty-four (24) square feet in area.

(f) There shall be a maximum of forty-eight (48) lots.

(g) Single family dwellings shall have a minimum of three bedrooms and two full bathrooms. Single family dwellings shall have a minimum of 1,800 square feet of heated and cooled living area or 2,200 square feet of gross floor area.

(h) The maximum height of any single family dwelling shall be thirty-five feet. No single family dwelling may exceed two stories in height.

(i) The maximum lot coverage shall be 50%.

(j) Any mitigation trees planted on the subject property shall be oak and a minimum of four inches in diameter. 

(k) The minimum front yard setback shall be twenty feet. The minimum rear yard setback shall be ten feet. The minimum side yard setback shall be five feet.

(l) There shall be a wall a minimum of 6 feet high constructed along Girvin Road, constructed of either stucco or vinyl with columns or other materials approved by the Jacksonville Planning and Development Department.  A six foot high vinyl fence shall be installed and maintained along the north property line. A six foot high wood fence shall be installed and maintained along the south property line. The fences and wall shall be installed prior to the issuance of a certificate of occupancy for the first single family dwelling. Any mitigation tree planting shall be within ten feet of the southerly property line, subject to the review and approval of the Planning Department. 
(m) All homes must be at least 35% brick, stucco, stacked stone or other similar masonry product.
(n) Section II(c)(2) of the written description shall be deleted.”; and
(5) Renumber the remaining Sections; and 

(6) Strike Exhibit 2 and replace it with Revised Exhibit 2; and

(7)
Amend the introduction line to reflect this Amendment.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The subject property, hereafter referred to as the “Property”, is legally described on Exhibit
1. The Property is identified as land described under Real Estate Numbars 162181-0000,
162182-0000, 162183-0000, and 160924-0000 of the Duval County Tax Assessor's Map.
The Property is titted in the name of Rawls Landscape of Jax, Inc, and Rawls Land, LLC.
The Property contains 12 +/- acres and is located on the west side of Girvin Road, south of
Wonderwood Expressway. Currently the Property has a LDR Land Use and a RR Zoning
and is being used as a retall/wholesale plant nursery. This will continue as a legal use until
development begins as per this PUD document.

USES AND RESTRICTIONS

A. Permitted Uses:
1. Single-family, detached homes; and
2. Retail/wholesale plant nursery

B. Accessory Structures

1. Accessory uses and structures are allowed as defined in Section 656.403 of the
Zoning Code.

C. Restriction on Uses:

1. Trash cans, garbage cans, propane tanks and similar apparatus must be screened
from any roadway by landscaping or opaque fencing, which is compatible with
other structures located on the Property;

2. Arequest to deviate from the uses and restriction of this PUD shall be evaluated

through the PUD Minor Modification process. This process may apply to a single
tot or multiple lots under the same application; and
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3. All rights or exceptions in the LDR-60 Zoning District and not otherwise addressed

in this PUD document shall be allowed with the granting of a Zoning Exception by
the Planning Commission. :

li. DESIGN GUIDELINES
A. Lot requirements:

1. Minimum lot area: 6000 sq. feet
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2. Minimum lot width; 60 feet @

3. Maximum lot coverage: 50% @
4.  Minimum front yard: 20 feet
5. Minimum side yard: 5 feet -
6. Minimum rear yard: 10 feet
7. Maximum height of structure: 35 feet
8. The storm water retention/detention pond will have, if wet, a fountain to keep down
the development of mosquito larva. If a dry pond is required, then no fountain will

be utilized.

9. All homes must be at least 35% brick, stucco, stacked stone or other similar
masonry product.

10. T1-11 plywood product will not be allowed on the exterior of any home.

11. There will be a wall a minimum of 6-feet high constructed along Girvin Road
constructed of either stucco or vinyl with columns or other materials approved by
the Jacksonville Planning and Development Department. This wall will be the
responsibility of the Home Owners Association for maintenance. Fencing along
Hammock Circle South will be either of wood or vinyl without columns.
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12. The subject Property, due to size, will be relieved from the requirement of providing
recreational area or paying into a recreational fund.

B. Ingress, Egress and Circulation:
1. Parking Requirements:

a. The parking requirements for this development shall be consistent with the
requirements of Part 6 of the Zoning Code.

2. Vebhicular Access:

a.  Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of Girvin Road, substantially
as shown in the Site Plan. The final location of all access points is subject to
the review and approval of the City’s Traffic Engineer.

3. Pedestrian Access:

a. Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in accordance with
the 2030 Comprehensive Plan or as approved by the City of Jacksonville
Planning and Development Department.

C. Signs

1. One (1) double-faced or two (2) single-taced signs, not to exceed twenty-four (24)
Square feet in area and twelve (12) teet in height; and

2. Directional signs shall not exceed four (4) square feet and must be approved by the
Jacksonville Planning and Development Department,

D. Landscapfng

1. The Property shall be developed in accordance with Part 12 Landscape
Regulations of the Zoning Code. However, a 10-foot wide buffer strip will be
allowed along Girvin Road or as otherwise approved by the Jacksonville Planning
and Development Dept.

E. Recreation and Open Space:

1. The Property, due to the size of the project, will not have to meet Recreation
Requirements of the Zoning Code.
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F. Utilitles (
1. Water will be provided by Jacksonville Electric Authority
2. Sanitary sewer will be provided by Jacksonville Electric Authority
3. Electric will be provided by Jacksonville Electric Authority

G. Wetlands

1. Wetlands will be permitted according to local, state and federal requirements.

DEVELOPMENT PLAN APPROVAL

With each request for verification of substantial compliance with this PUD, a preliminary
development plan shall be submitted to the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development
Department identifying all existing and proposed uses within the Property, and showing the
general layout of the overall Property.

JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION FOR
THIS PROJECT

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of
Jacksonville 2013 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The proposed project
will be beneficial to the surrounding neighborhood and community. The design and layout of
the PUD accomplishes the following:

A. Allows for a creative approach through the use of natural features of the site with
existing vegetation and existing TOPO;

B. Allows for an effective use of the land, resulting in lower development costs:
C. Provides an environment that is characteristic of the surrounding area:

D. Supports the preservation of property values by providing needed services and support
for the surrounding residences and businesses in the area: and

Number .

C. Allocation of Commercial Land Usae. This is a residential PUD.

D. Intemal Cormpatibility/Vehicular Access. The proposed PUD contains limitations of the
uses permitted on the subject Property as well as a common development scheme that
contains provisions for signage, landscaping, sidewalks, and other issues relating to
tommon areas and vehicular and pedestrian traffic. The site will have direct access to
Girvin Road. The location of access points and driveway connections may vary and the
final location shall be subject to the review and approval of the Development Services
Division.

E. External Compatibility/lnrensily of Development. The Property is located in an existing
residential area along Girvin Road. The aesthetic and design guldelines will ensure a
development that is compatible with and compliments recant activity in the immediate
area. The project allows limited residentlal development compatible with the uses
located along Girvin Road.

F. Recreation/Open Space. Will not be required.

G. Impact on Wetlands. Development that would impact wetlands will be permitted
through the local, state, and federal agencies with jurisdiction,

H. Listed Species Regulations. The Property is already developed as a plant nursery énd
is less than 50 acres. Therefore, a listed species survey is not required.

l.  Off-Strest Parking and Loading Requirements. The site will comply with Part 6 of the
Zoning Code or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.

J.  Sidewalks, Trails, and Bikeways. Sidewalks will be constructed as per the Goals and
Objectives of the Comprehensive Plan.

K. Stormwater Retention. Retention shall mest the requirement of the City of Jacksonville
and all other state or local agencies with jurisdiction including the St. Johns River Water
Management District.

L. Utilities. JEA will provide all utilities.
