WHEREAS, the Regency Square Branch Library opened for business on January 25, 1973 after a year of construction, and provided the Arlington area with a spacious, new, state-of-the-art library to meet the growing needs of a rapidly expanding community; and

WHEREAS, in 2012 nearly 292,000 patrons visited the Regency Square library, checking out more than 568,000 items and attending over 3,100 meetings and programs, enjoying free Wi-Fi access, conducting research, and generally engaging in lifelong learning in ways only available at a well-equipped and well-staffed library; and


WHEREAS, for 40 years the Regency Square Branch Library has served Arlington and the entire City of Jacksonville with information, entertainment, expertise and programming for visitors of all ages and needs; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City of Jacksonville hereby commends and congratulates the Regency Square Branch Library on the occasion of its 40th anniversary of service to the community, and extends its best wishes to the staff and patrons of the library for many more years of successful operations.
