RESOLUTION 2013-85-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING ALLEN L. MOORE, U.S. DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE DISTRICT CONSERVATIONIST FOR NORTHEAST FLORIDA, UPON THE OCCASION OF HIS RETIREMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Allen L. Moore was born, raised and educated in Madison County, Florida before earning a bachelor’s degree in soil science from Florida A&M University; and


WHEREAS, upon his college graduation Mr. Moore joined the U.S. Department of Agriculture’s Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) as a soil scientist, and has made a 43-year career of service to the citizens of Florida in that agency; and


WHEREAS, Allen Moore has worked throughout Florida for the NRCS as soil scientist, soil conservationist and ultimately as the District Conservationist for the district encompassing Jacksonville and Baker and Nassau Counties, and has served the NRCS as a manager, trainer, recruiter and mentor during his long and distinguished career; and 


WHEREAS, Mr. Moore has implemented and sustained numerous innovative and successful initiatives to raise public awareness and appreciation of the importance of natural resource conservation, including promoting and supporting the “Hi, Neighbor” program on WTLV 12 and the “Farm and Home Show” on WJXT Channel 4, planning and implementing the Duval County Soil and Water Conservation District’s 50th anniversary celebration, organizing the annual National Soil and Water Stewardship Observance, and hosting numerous workshops on environmental topics for the general public; and


WHEREAS, Allen Moore has been particularly instrumental in organizing and obtaining grants to fund the Fred B. Miller, Jr. Regional Envirothon, the hand-on environmental education/ competition event for high school aged students, which has introduced thousands of high schoolers to the wonders of nature, the value of agriculture, and the need for wise use of our natural resources; and

WHEREAS, after a distinguished 43-year career, Mr. Moore has announced his retirement from the NRCS; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and congratulates Allen L. Moore upon the occasion of his retirement from the Natural Resources Conservation Service after 43 years of effective and dedicated service, and extends its very best wishes for many years of health and happiness.
