Section 3.

Purpose and Encumbrance.  
(a) The purpose of the appropriation in Section 2 above is to isolate and encumber those previously appropriated and available Unified Courthouse Program funds and appropriate $291,785 in available and authorized long term debt funds that had been identified for the build-out of the State Attorney’s Office in the Old Federal Courthouse, as part of the Unified Courthouse Program, as originally described in Ordinance 2007-401-E. All funds are within the $350 million dollar authorized funds for the Duval County Unified Courthouse as approved by Council in Ordinance 2007-0401-E.  The $291,985 is included within the $350 million authorized, and is appropriated by action of this legislation.
(b) Notwithstanding any other provision of the Unified Courthouse Program, or any other ordinance, the funds appropriated in Section 2 above are encumbered for the limited use of the build-out of the State Attorney’s Office in the Old Federal Courthouse Building, except as provided in section 3(c) below.
(c) The funds appropriated shall be distributed as follows: $276,773 for Moving; $250,000 for Contract Administration; $36,585 for AECOM Amendment #8; $25,000 for Miscellaneous testing; $9,856.73 for Buck hoist rental (January – March); and $25,769,948 for Construction.
