Type of Action: Ordinance Code waiver
Bill Summary: The bill waives provisions of Ordinance Code Chapter 655 – Concurrency and Mobility Management System – to waive the calculation and collection of mobility fees for single family residential construction for a period of 3 years from the effective date of the ordinance or until repealed by subsequent action of the City Council, whichever comes first.  An applicant would have up to 6 months from the end of the mobility fee waiver term (42 months total from the effective date of the waiver) to pull a building permit for a project for which a concurrency certificate is issued during the moratorium period.
Background Information: The City Council enacted a one year mobility fee moratorium beginning in October 2011 (Ordinance 2011-617-E), which expired in October 2012.  The bill sponsor wishes to re-enact the waiver for a 3 year period as an economic stimulus measure, the original moratorium having been too short to appreciably affect development activity given other economic conditions.
