Bill Summary: The ordinance authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver on behalf of the City of Jacksonville (1) the Rail Grade Crossing Easement between the City of Jacksonville and Nichols Creek Development, LLC, and (2) the Stipulation of Parties for the opening of a new highway rail grade crossing extending over New Berlin Road and New Berlin Court between and among the City of Jacksonville, Nichols Creek Development, LLC, and the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT).
Background Information:  The purpose of the Rail Grade Crossing Easement and the Stipulation of Parties is to allow for the construction of two new grade crossings at the intersection of New Berlin Road and New Berlin Court.  These new crossings will be constructed and maintained by Peeples Industries, Inc. (“Peeples”), which is in the process of purchasing the real property adjacent to the crossings from Nichols Creek Development, LLC.  In addition, Peeples will pay the standard annual maintenance fees for the crossings.
Policy Impact: Public Works/Engineering
Fiscal Impact: The crossing to be constructed and maintained by developer; no additional funding required from the City.
