AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 0.31( OF an ACRE LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 10 AT 2459 lane avenue SOUTH, BETWEEN tinkerbell lane AND wilson boulevard (R.E. NO(s). 012197-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY cecile hassan, FROM RMD-A (Residential Medium Density-A) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit a convenience store, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE 2549 lane avenue south PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Cecile Hassan, the owner(s) of approximately 0.31( of an acre located in Council District 10 at 2459 Lane Avenue South, between Tinkerbell Lane and Wilson Boulevard (R.E. No(s). 012197-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from RMD-A (Residential Medium Density-A) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from RMD-A (Residential Medium Density-A) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated January 11, 2013 and written description dated January 11, 2013 for the 2459 Lane Avenue  South PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit a convenience store, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Cecile Hassan and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Willie Martin, 2640 San Diego Road, Jacksonville, Florida, 32207; (904) 635-1928.


Section 3.

SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PROPERTY

A.
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Number of acres, location of site, existing use, surrounding uses, types of
businesses, proposed uses.

Cecile Hassan proposes to rezone approximately 0.31+ acres of property from
Residential Medium Density-A (RMD-A) to Planned Unit Development (PUD).
The Property is located at 2549 Lane Avenue South. As described below, the
PUD Zoning District is being requested to permit the redevelopment of the
existing convenience store. Convenience foods and beverages will be available
for sale to the public during hours of operation, seven days a week. The size of the
building will not be expanded. It will not be reconfigured to utilize the office as
part of the convenience store operation.

SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PLAN

A. How does the proposed PUD differ from the usual application of the Zoning Code?

The building was constructed in 1962 as a convenience store. In 1986 the parcel was
rezoned to RMOI, in which a convenience store was a permissible use by exception.
Sometime after 1992 the zoning district was changed to RMD-A which is a secondary
zoning district in the RPI Land Use Category. The store has been closed for several years.
The owner requests to re-open the convenience store and be allowed to sell beer and wine
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for off premises consumption. The current zoning district does not allow for the sale of
beer and wine for off premises consumption. The PUD is to add this use.

Parking and landscape requirements were either non-existent or substantially different
from the current regulations when the building was constructed in 1962. Strict
compliance with the parking and landscape regulations would create an economic
hardship to the owner and re-opening of the store impossible. The PUD asks for relief
from the parking and landscaping regulations as described below.

B. Describe the intent for the continued operation and maintenance of those areas and
functions described herein and facilities which are not to be provided, operated or
maintained by the City.

The property owner will maintain the parking areas, landscape areas and interior and
exterior of the building.

Veterinarians meeting the performance standards and development criteria
set forth in Part 4.

Essential services, including water, sewer, gas, telephone, radio, television
and electric, meeting the performance standards and development criteria
set forth in Part 4.

Employment office (but not a day labor pool).

Churches, including a rectory or similar use, meeting the performance
standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.

. Art galleries, dance, art, gymnastics, fitness center, martial arts, music and

photography studios, and theaters for stage performances (but not motion
picture theaters).

2. Permissible uses by exception.

a. Off-street parking lots for premises requiring off-street parking meeting
the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.

b. Retail outlets for sale of used wearing apparel, toys, books, luggage,
jewelry, cameras and sporting goods.

c. An establishment or facility which includes the retail sale of beer or wine
for on-premises consumption.

d. Permanent or restricted outside sale and service in conjunction with a
restaurant, meeting the performance standards and development criteria
set forth in Part 4.

e. Drive-thru facilities in conjunction with a permitted or permissible use or
structure.

f. Day care centers meeting the performance standards and development
criteria set forth in Part 4.

B. Permitted Accessory Uses and Structures. Accessory uses and structures are

allowed as defined in Section 656.403 of the Zoning Code.

C. Minimum Lot and Building Requirements.
1. Minimum Lot Area: 0.31 Acres
2. Minimum Lot Width: None
3. Minimum Lot Coverage: None
4. Minimum Front Yard: 0 feet
5. Minimum Side Yard: 0 feet
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6. Minimum Rear Yard: 0 feet
7. Maximum Building Height: 35 feet

Access. Access to the site will be from Lane Avenue South as indicated on the
Site Plan, the Property will have one primary access point. The final design of all
access points and internal drives shall be subject to the review and approval of the
Planning and Development Department and the Development Services Division.

Pedestrian Circulation. There is an existing sidewalk along Lane Avenue South.
The location of all sidewalks is conceptual and final sidewalk plans are subject to
the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.

Signage. The PUD shall be permitted one double-faced externally-illuminated
monument sign, not to exceed twenty-four (24) square feet in area per sign face
and twelve (12) feet in height.

Wall signs shall not exceed ten percent (10%) of the square footage of the
occupancy frontage or respective side of the building abutting a public right-of-
way or approved private street.

Real estate signs and construction signs in compliance with Part 13 of the Zoning
Code are also permitted.

Parking and Loading Requirements. The proposed PUD will provide parking
facilities in accordance with the City’s off-street parking and loading
requirements as set forth in Part 6 of the City of Jacksonville Zoning Code. With
the following exceptions below.

Sec. 656.609, Supplement No. 29: Increase minimum width of driveway from
required twenty-four (24) feet to the existing width of 43 feet.

Sec. 656.607 (k): Reduce parking aisle width to 20 feet.

Landscaping. Due the constraints of the existing site, strict compliance of the
landscape regulations is impractical. Landscaping will be constructed and
maintained in accordance with the landscape plan (Exhibit G) provided in the
application.

Stormwater Retention. Stormwater retention/detention system shall be designed
and constructed in accordance with the requirements of the City of Jacksonville
and the St. Johns River Water Management District.

Utilities. Water, sewer services and electric power will be provided by the JEA.
