Wareh and Izia rokosz, FROM co (commercial office) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit storage building uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE kirkpatrick 2033 building PUD; PUD REzoning subject to conditions; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, F. Wareh and Izia Rokosz, the owner(s) of approximately 0.34( of an acre located in Council District 11 on Andreu Road, north of Dutton Island Road West, (R.E. No(s). 169429-0100 and 169429-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from CO (Commercial Office) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from CO (Commercial Office) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated October 8, 2012 and written description dated January 3, 2013 for the Kirkpatrick 2033 Building PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit storage building uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2.
Section 2. 
Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum dated February 19, 2013, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.

(b) All trees greater than 6 inches in caliper and located within 20 feet of any property line shall be preserved and maintained. 

(c) One evergreen tree 2 inches in caliper shall be provided and maintained along the north and west property lines every 30 feet on center, except where access is provided to Andreu Road.

(d) All storage of recreational vehicles shall occur indoors. 

(e)
There shall be no repair or servicing of vehicles on the subject property.
