Bill Summary: The resolution expresses appreciation to the Governor and Legislature  for supporting the Jacksonville Port Authority in correcting Mile Point; it requests that the Governor and Legislature secure funding and authorization for correction to Mile Point; it directs the Council Legislative Services Division to provide a copy of this resolution to the Governor of Florida, President of the Florida Senate, Speaker of the Florida House and Members of the First Coast Legislative and Congressional Delegations.
Background Information: Jacksonville is in competition in the maritime industry to secure and accommodate larger vessels that will be calling on Southeast United States ports when the Panama Canal is retrofitted to handle larger vessels.  Presently, Mile Point is an obstacle for incoming vessels whose destination is JaxPort facilities.  The confluence of the IntraCoastal Waterway and the St. Johns River at Mile Point restricts timing of ships arriving and leaving port facilities.  Modifications to the St. Johns River are required to meet the challenges of changing markets in shipping.  Those modification include dredging the channel and disposing of the dredged material.  This resolution expresses the Council’s appreciation to the Governor and Legislature for their support of JaxPort’s efforts to secure funding to correct Mile Point and providing essential funds for necessary replacement and repairs of marine facilities.
