A RESOLUTION expressing appreciation to the governor and legislature for Supporting the Jacksonville Port Authority in correcting mile point; Requesting Governor and legislature secure funding and authorization for correction to Mile point; DIRECTING THE COUNCIL LEGISLATIVE SERVICES DIVISION TO PROVIDE a copy OF THIS resolution to the Governor of Florida, President of the Florida Senate, Speaker of the Florida House and members of the First Coast Legislative and Congressional Delegations; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville recognizes the value of having a viable port which has created an estimated 65,000 jobs related to international trade, transportation and distribution in the Northeast Florida region; and
WHEREAS, changes in the maritime industry which include the new Panama Canal, vessel sizes, equipment and containerized cargo, have provided unprecedented opportunities to develop new markets in Jacksonville and provide more economic growth and job opportunities for the region; and

WHEREAS, the Jacksonville City Council acknowledges that modifications to the St. Johns River will be necessary to meet the challenges of the changing markets in shipping including dredging the channel and disposing of the dredged material; and

WHEREAS, the Jacksonville City Council acknowledges that funding to restore infrastructure and procure new equipment for handling cargo; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Support and Appreciation. The City of Jacksonville hereby wishes to express our appreciation to the Governor and the Legislature for providing policies and funding to assist the Jacksonville Port Authority in correcting Mile Point and providing essential funds for necessary replacement and repairs of marine facilities.
Section 2. 
Request to Governor and Legislature. The City of Jacksonville does hereby request that the Governor and the Legislature work with the members of the Congress to secure funding and authorization for correcting Mile Point and deepening the channel for expanding markets in international trade.

Direction to Circulate. The City Council Legislative Services Division is hereby directed to provide a copy of this resolution to the Governor of Florida, President of the Florida Senate, Speaker of the Florida House and members of the First Coast Legislative and Congressional Delegations.
