RESOLUTION 2013-110-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING THE KEEP JACKSONVILLE BEAUTIFUL COMMISSION ON THE OCCASION OF ITS 30TH ANNIVERSARY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
a city’s beauty encompasses its people, its landscape, its architecture, its natural environment and more; and

WHEREAS,
Jacksonville is truly blessed with the St. Johns River and its many tributaries, the beaches, its parks and conservation sites; and

WHEREAS,
thirty years ago, in 1983, Mayor Jake Godbold created the Keep Jacksonville Beautiful Commission to address the issue of litter that is often a result of a city’s growth and  development; and
WHEREAS,
an affiliate of the Keep America Beautiful initiative, the Keep Jacksonville Beautiful undertaking brought together an array of citizens and volunteers in Jacksonville’s neighborhoods, the business community, schools and civic organizations in a public-private partnership to enhance the beauty that is Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS,
from the outset, the Keep Jacksonville Beautiful Commission’s mission has been to support community beautification, enhance community pride and improve the quality of life in Jacksonville through provision of outreach, educational activities  and programming; and
WHEREAS,
major activities and programs of the Keep Jacksonville Beautiful Commission include the annual St. Johns River Celebration Cleanup, the International Coastal Cleanup, America Recycles Day the right Whale Festival Cleanup, the Adopt-A-Road program and the Clean Business Program which encourages local businesses to maintain the visual vitality of their properties; in 2012 alone, the Commission enlisted 7,266 volunteers in improving Jacksonville’s visual vitality and making Jacksonville a more attractive place to live and do business; and 

WHEREAS,
for thirty years, the Keep Jacksonville Beautiful Commission has brought countless citizens, businesses and organizations together in creative,  successful endeavors that have enhanced Jacksonville’s beauty and greatly improved the quality of life for our citizens and  visitors  and the City wishes to honor and commend the Commission on its 30th Anniversary; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The Jacksonville City Council does hereby honor and commend the Keep Jacksonville Beautiful Commission on 30 years of outstanding work in enhancing Jacksonville’s visual beauty and quality of life and extends its best wishes for continued successes in the years ahead.
