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ORDINANCE 2013-138-E
An ordinance appropriating $163,012 ($52,516 due upon approval of ordinance, $54,236 due august 1, 2013, AND $56,260 due august 1, 2014) from the environmental protection FUND to provide funding TO CONTINUE FOR THREE ADDITIONAL YEARS A JOINT PROJECT BY JACKSONVILLE UNIVERSITY AND THE UNIVERSITY OF NORTH FLORIDA TO PRODUCE A COMPREHENSIVE REPORT ON THE HEALTH AND STATE OF THE ST. JOHNS RIVER, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 13-039; PROVIDING FOR THE CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2013-2014; waiving conflicting provisions of section 111.755 (ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION FUND), PART 7 (ENVIRONMENT AND CONSERVATION), CHAPTER 111 (SPECIAL REVENUE AND TRUST ACCOUNTS) AND SECTION 360.602 (USES OF FUND), PART 6 (ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION FUND), CHAPTER 360 (ENVIRONMENTAL REGULATION), ordinance code; PROVIDING EXEMPTIONS FROM CITY’S PROCUREMENT CODE PURSUANT TO SUBSECTIONS 126.107(f) AND 126.107(g) OF SECTION 126.107 (EXEMPTIONS), PART 1 (GENERAL REGULATIONS), CHAPTER 126 (PROCUREMENT CODE), ORDINANCE CODE; APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY THE SECOND AMENDMENT TO UNIVERSITY OF NORTH FLORIDA RESEARCH AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE UNIVERSITY OF NORTH FLORIDA APPROVED IN ORDINANCE 2008-1059-E AND as amended by Ordinance 2010-441-E; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE NEIGHBORHOODS DEPARTMENT; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2012-2013 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to continue for three years a joint project by Jacksonville University and the University of North Florida to produce a comprehensive report on the health and state of the St. Johns River, as more particularly described in the University of North Florida and Jacksonville University Scope of Work, placed on file with the Legislative Services Division. Payments for the Joint Project shall be made as follows: $52,516 due upon approval of ordinance, $54,236 due August 1, 2013, and $56,260 due August 1, 2014.
Section 3.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into subsequent fiscal year 2013-2014. 
Section 4.

Conflicting provisions of Sections 111.755 and 360.602, Ordinance Code, waived.  The provisions of Section 111.755 (Environmental Protection Fund), Part 7 (Environment and Conservation), Chapter 111 (Special Revenue and Trust Accounts) and of Section 360.602 (Uses of Fund), Part 6 (Environmental Protection Fund), Chapter 360 (Environmental Regulation), Ordinance Code, in conflict with this ordinance are hereby waived so as to authorize the Environmental Protection Board (the “Board”) to utilize funds from the Environmental Protection Fund (the “Fund”) to continue funding for the River Report.  At its public hearing on January 22, 2013, the Board determined that continued funding of the River Report was a worthwhile and beneficial use of the Fund and such Code waivers were approved by a unanimous vote of the Board.  A copy of the minutes of the Board meeting of January 22, 2013, is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 5.

Code exemption.

This appropriation is exempt from the City’s Procurement Code pursuant to Subsections 126.107(f) (Supplies or services or commodities provided by governmental entity or agencies) and 126.107(g) (Supplies or services to be provided by those specifically prescribed within authorizing legislation that appropriates the same) of Section 126.107 (Exemptions), Part 1 (General Regulations), Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code.
Section 6.  Second Amendment to Contract No. 9200-02 approved.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to (1) execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, a Second Amendment to University of North Florida Research Agreement (Contract No. 9200-02), placed Revised on file with the Office of Legislative Services. The University of North Florida Research Agreement was approved in Ordinance 2008-1059-E and is a part of that file, and was amended by Ordinance 2010-441-E.

Section 7.

Oversight Department.  The Neighborhoods Department shall oversee the project described herein.

Section 8.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Request for Funding
State of the River Report for the Lower St. Johns River Basin (River Report)
Sixth, Seventh and Eighth Reports (2013 - 2015)

Purpose

This bill provides for the following:

Appropriation of $163,012 from the Environmental Protection Fund (EPF) which is
administered by the Environmental Protection Board (EPB).

Authorization to amend the Contract with UNF to attach a new Scope of Work with an
associated extension through July 30, 2015. '
Payments of $52,516, $54,236 and $56,260 for the Sixth, Seventh and Eighth River Report as
outlined in the Scope of Work

A waiver of Sections 111.755 and 360.602 Ordinance Code to continue funding of the State of
the River Report. .

Background

Ordinance 2008-1059-E appropriated EPF monies and authorized the original contract for the
First and Second River Report. Ordinance 2010-441 appropriated additional EPF monies and
authorized an amended contract for the Third, Fourth and Fifth River Report.

The River Report is an annual scientific review and analysis of the condition of the LSJRB and
its tributaries, A

The River Report analyzes the impact of projects completed through the Mayor’s River Accord,
which is focused on restoring the health of the St. Johns River through Nutrient reduction efforts
carried out by the City and its Partners (DEP, SIRWMD, and JEA), and provides valuable
historical and trend information to guide decision makers into the future.

The River Report and brochure provide residents, visitors, and government officials a quick and
easy way to view the aquatic health of the LSIRB.
The JU/UNF Research team continues to seek funding from other stakeholders.

Description & Objectives

The Scope of Work will be to write and publish the Sixth, Seventh, and Eighth River Report along with
a single-page brochure in the summers of 2013, 2014 and 2015.

The River Report is written by a team of academic researchers from UNF, JU, and Valdosta
State University. An extensive peer review process for the River Report is used including local
stakeholders and an expert panel with the expertise and experience in various disciplines to
address the multi-faceted nature of the data.

For the first time, information in the River Report will be used to develop curricular materials
for K-12 education by education experts in consuitation with local school district teaching staff.

Funding

The EPB has authorized funding, pursuant to Section 111.755 O.C., in the amount of $163,012
to support the project. The EPB unanimously approved the project at its January 22, 2013
meeting.
