Bill Summary: The bill transfers $1,012,000 from the Public Works Department’s Facilities Capital Maintenance fund to an expenditure account to fund re-roofing, water intrusion, HVAC repairs and drainage system repairs at the Beaches Branch Library on 3rd Street in Neptune Beach.  The bill amends the 2012-16 Capital Improvement Program to authorize the project in the current fiscal year and finds that delaying the CIP amendment for the repairs would be detrimental to the public good because the roof and skylight of the library have deteriorated to an unacceptable level and water infiltration poses a threat to the library’s materials and facility.
Background Information: The Facilities Capital Maintenance Fund is funded with Banking Fund borrowing and was budgeted at $4 million for the current fiscal year.  The current balance in the fund is approximately $11 million.  Pending Ordinances 2013-136, -137, -140 and -141 propose to spend a combined $5,212,000 on various projects.
Policy Impact Area: Public facilities capital repair
Fiscal Impact: The bill transfers $1,012,000 from the Public Works Department’s Facilities Capital Maintenance fund.
