Ben Thompson - Bio 2012

Ben Thompson, is Curator at the Museum of Contemporary Art Jacksonville, oné of the
Southeast’s largest contemporary art institutions and a cultural resource of the University of
North Florida. Mr. Thompson brings with him over ten years of collections and exhibitions
management experience and holds an MFA from Massachusetts College of Art. Prior to his
arrival at MOCA he was Registrar at the-Ogden Museum of Southern Art in New Orleans
and the Rose Art Museum, Brandeis University outside of Boston. Since his elevation to-the
position of full Curator in 2009, he has been responsible for an ambitious collections and
exhibitions program which features fifteen exhibitions annually in over 16,000 square feet of
gallery space. During this tenure he designed a strategy dedicated to presenting innovative
exhibitions by the finest international, national and regional artists. Most recently, he was
responsible for the museums first major traveling and design exhibition The Art of Seating:
200 Years of Design which-will be circulating the country until 2014.. In 2011, he organized
MOCA’s second major traveling exhibition Shared Vision: The Sondra Gilman and Celso
Gonzalez-Falla Collection of Photography. Shared Vision is accompanied by an Aperture
Foundation publication, one of the world’s foremost publishers on photography.
