Bill Summary: The bill amends Ordinance Code Chapter 129 – Salaries of Public Officials and Employees – to provide that the Council President, rather than the City Council Executive Committee, shall have the power to assign appointed employees and officials of the City Council to an appropriate pay grade, in consultation with the Council Secretary and Council Auditor.  The bill also provides that the Council President, rather than the Executive Committee, shall advise the Council Secretary and Council Auditor on setting the salary for each Council employee and official.
Background Information: The Code currently provides that the City Council’s Executive Committee, composed of the Council President, Vice-President and the Chair of the Finance Committee, shall determine the pay grades for Council employees and officials and shall advise the Council Secretary and Council Auditor as they set the salaries of the employees under their direction.
