Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding from the Tree Protection & Related Expenses Trust Fund for the planting of 225 trees along the North portion of the S Line which is abandoned rail road, Rails-to-Trails from 21st Street to Gateway Mall located in District 7, Jacksonville, Florida 32206 and 32208 as more fully described in Exhibit 1.
