Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding from the Tree Protection & Related Expenses Trust Fund for the planting of 144 trees along the Bakersfield Drive, in Council Districts 10 and 12 as more fully described in Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Revised Cost Sheet, April 1, 2013 – TEU”, which are repetitive flood loss properties.
