A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING JACKSONVILLE ANIMAL CARE AND PROTECTIVE SERVICES FOR BEING NAMED THE OUTSTANDING AGENCY OF THE YEAR BY THE FLORIDA ANIMAL CONTROL ASSOCIATION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, in February 2013 Jacksonville’s Animal Care and Protective Services Division was named the Outstanding Agency of the Year by the Florida Animal Control Association; and


WHEREAS, Jacksonville Animal Care and Protective Services received the Outstanding Agency award from the FACA for the second consecutive time, and has also received national recognition in recent years for the quality of its programs and initiatives; and


WHEREAS, Animal Care and Protective Services was particularly recognized this year for being a leader in its community cat management program, its pet placement partner network, its reduction in animal euthanasia, its efficiency in staffing and budget, and for being an inspiration to other animal control agencies around the state; and
