RESOLUTION 2013-177-A
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING THE WEEK OF APRIL 14-20, 2013, AS NATIONAL LIBRARY WEEK AND URGING ALL RESIDENTS TO VISIT AND UTILIZE THEIR LOCAL LIBRARY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Public Library reaches people more than 20 million times a year all over the community and is a place where children read their first book and people of all ages come to learn something new; and


WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Public Library provides job resources and literacy training, access to technology, and opportunities for personal and economic growth, creating a better future for individuals and the community; and


WHEREAS, more than 4.5 million people visited Jacksonville Public Libraries and checked out nearly 8.4 million items last year; and 


WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Public Library provided more than 11,000 programs and services last year to nearly 219,000 Duval County residents at its 21 locations; and


WHEREAS, librarians are trained professionals, helping people of all ages and backgrounds find and interpret the information they need to live, learn and work in a challenging economy; and

WHEREAS, librarians design and offer programs to meet their community’s economic needs, providing residents with educational classes and workshops using Web-based technology and providing access to job and career building information resources; and
WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Public Library provides a forum for diverse ideas and points of view that help us better understand each other and ourselves, creating a sense of community in Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, research on the economic impact of libraries produced by the University of West Florida finds that the Jacksonville Public Library provides an exceptional return on investment, returning $4.04 to Jacksonville for every tax dollar invested; and

WHEREAS, libraries, librarians, library workers and supporters in Jacksonville and across America are celebrating National Library Week in April; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City of Jacksonville hereby recognizes the week of April 14-20, 2013, as National Library Week and encourages all residents to visit their public library that week to take advantage of the wonderful library resources available there.
